
Access statement – 2011

Transport & location

Car parking for five cars is located at the front of the property and is free of charge.

Alternatively a large public car park which is manned during the summer months and school holidays but not at other times is located around the corner on Lon Gwydryn approximately 150 metres away.

Public transport (bus) is available to the nearest town, Pwllheli, which is 7 miles away from opposite the entrance to the public car park above on Lon Gwydryn.

Taxis are available from the village, we are happy to arrange them for guests.

Main entrance

There is one step up to the main entrance of 190mm.

Reception is located in the bar/lounge, which is found to the immediate right on entering via the main entrance.

Seating is available in the bar/lounge area alongside low-level tables of 515mm.

Reception is available from 4pm until the restaurant closes unless otherwise arranged.

There is an alternative entrance located to the left hand side of the building with no steps.

Restaurant

The restaurant, located on the ground floor, is spacious and where the side entrance with no step leads directly into.

We will endeavour to cater for any special dietary requirements, prior arrangement is helpful.

A fully accessible unisex toilet is located off the bar/lounge.

Accommodation

All five bedrooms are on the first floor accessed via a staircase of 16 steps.

Each has its own en suite with a shower, Cinque also has a bath - grab rails are not available.

Bedroom floors are carpeted and en suites floors tiled.

Miscellaneous 

All doorways on the ground floor are 780mm or 800mm and on the first floor 700mm.

Mobile phone coverage is dependent on network, Vodafone is very good, Orange is usually good and T-mobile is very poor. 

Fire alarms are audible, however we are happy to discuss alternative methods of alerting a guest to a fire or special evacuation procedures.
